Most students in the BS-NES are not pursuing degrees in Physics, Mathematics or Engineering. Currently, those who are interested in graduate school must take three college level math courses in three consecutive quarters before meeting the prerequisite for calculus. The creation of Math 104 would create a separate pathway that would only require two college level math classes before being allowed to enroll in calculus. After the pilot run in W17, it seems appropriate to make this a 7-credit course.

Presents linear, quadratic, cubic, reciprocal, exponential and sinusoidal functions in their multiple representations with a focus on their use as models for concrete applications. Explores the concept and application of transformations, compositions and inverse of a function. Recommended for students with an interest in the life sciences.
