3. Coordinate scheduling to minimize scheduling conflicts.
4. Conduct an integrated review of the BSNES program.  Elements of this review would include, but not be limited to:

a. math foundational courses

b. chemistry foundational courses

c. biology foundational courses

d. seminar

e. new upper division offerings

f. independent study/environmental science options

5. Conduct an integrated review of the two-year science degrees.  Elements of this review would include, but not be limited to:

a. the AASNES degree
b. the AASLS degree

6. Conduct an integrated review of the BSNES program as offered at the site campuses.  Elements of this review would include, but not be limited to:

a. improving access to science courses

b. improving infrastructure
