Course Description

Designed to prepare students for careers in tribal collections management through lectures, readings, fieldtrips, and projects.  Focuses on practical issues related to collections management ranging from basics of artifact handling, artifact storage, preventive conservation, cataloging, as well as accessioning, deaccessioning, loans, and related legal/ethical issues.

The collections management principles and practices discussed will focus on both general professional practices as well as those aspects which are tribal specific, e.g. tribal language oriented cataloging, restrictive access to and/or handling of sacred objects, and, specialized tribal approaches to conservation and storage to ensure the tribal ‘integrity’ of objects.
