The CARE program has required an investment by the college of approximately $135,000 in Department of Education Title III grant funding. This funding will remain stable for the next 3-5 years and supports a Department Chair along with full-time and part time faculty necessary to adequately deliver the program. It is also important to note that the Title III grant funding supports the NWIC Library with at least $5,000 annually for the acquisition of materials earmarked for the program of study.
