Assignments

1. Attendance, week 1 and 10
Discuss the possibilities! Meet with instructor and other students to discuss the possibilities for this course. Design a project that will demonstrate your readiness to enter the profession. You could do a service learning project, conduct a research project (and write about it), make a documentary film, or… ??? It’s up to you to design something that illustrates your interests and demonstrates your capabilities! 
2. Project Proposal, due week 2
Submit your proposal for instructor approval. The proposal (2-3 pages) must include descriptions of (a) the service-learning project, academic research or paper, or other project you are proposing, (b) how the project demonstrates your readiness to enter the human services, profession, (c) how the project reflects professional direction and capability, (d) how the project contributes to the local community, and (d) any resources you will need to complete the project. Include a timeline for completing the major steps in the project. Describe the product that you will submit for evaluation. This is a 5-credit course, and the project proposed should take approximately 150 hours to complete (including the proposal) over the 10 weeks of the quarter. 
3. Meet with Instructor, Week 9, 10, or 11 required
Meet with the instructor to go over your final product. You are not limited to one meeting. If you need assistance or you want to discuss your product, set-up a meeting with the instructor at multiple points during the quarter. Expect emails or phone calls from the instructor to check in on your progress—respond to them!
4. Scholars Week, Week 10

During week 10, we will celebrate the accomplishments of this group of students by inviting others to see and hear about the various projects completed. We will invite elders, community members, administrators, internship supervisors, and other students to hear about the amazing projects completed and celebrate the last quarter in the major (and impending graduations!) And, of course, we will serve food. 
Assignment schedule: See last page.
Grading: The grade for this course is based on the quality of execution of the learner-designed project as agreed upon between the student and instructor. Grading criteria will include critical thinking and completion in accordance with agreement.
