Rationale for Cancellation of Program: 

There are several reasons to cancel the AAS in Native Oksale Education:

1. Student demand for the program is very low and has been for several years. In AY2011 there were two students declared in the program. There was only one student declared in the program in AY2012 and AY2013 (source: program prioritization data). There are currently no students who have declared the program and are actively pursuing the program, i.e., have continuous enrollment (source: infomaker report and Jenzabar).
2. NWIC does not currently have any full-time faculty who are committed to teach in the AAS in Native Oksale Education program and the College has not budgeted for any full-time or part-time faculty to be committed to this program in the future.
3. This program remained active as the College explored the possible development of four-year program in teacher education several years ago. The college is not currently exploring development of four-year programming in teacher preparation and has no immediate plans to develop a four-year teacher preparation program of study. This perspective is consistent with the program prioritization analysis results and recommendations.
4. Students who wish to complete a two year degree at NWIC and then transfer to another college or university to complete a bachelor’s degree in teacher education may still do so by declaring the AAS in General Direct Transfer and choosing appropriate elective courses. All of the core courses in the AAS Oksale program except EDUC 102 and HIST 216 are offered regularly as part of the college’s general offerings. Neither EDUC 102 nor HIST 216 have been offered at any site or through any modality for at least the past four years, except in the case of a student needing them to complete the program in AY2014. Thus, no current students will be negatively affected by the program cancelation. 
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
