Description
Focuses on the application of long-arm quilting techniques. Emphasizes stitch patterns, colors and pattern coordination, and the use of technology to complete the quilting aspect of making a quilt. Techniques are demonstrated and practiced through the completion of student quilts.

Course Requirements
· Students are required to attend 5 hours of class time per week.  One (1) quilt will be completed by the end of the course.
· Basic understanding of techniques of a long-arm quilting machine 

· The following is a breakdown of how grades are earned;

Grading 
In order to earn a grade of A you must:
· attend above 90% of class meetings
· complete at least the quilting portion of the project
· describe how your quilt fits into the historical contexts of quilts and Native people and how it will be used in the future

In order to earn a grade of B you must:

In order to earn a grade of C you must:
